Bats attract a large crowd of enthusiasts!
A bat walk guided by Kent Bat Group member Val Sutton attracted 86 people to Singleton Lake this Thursday 1st September.  Children, parents indeed enthusiasts of all ages were treated to a ramble in the dark around Buxford Meadow and then Singleton Lake.  Despite the numbers it was a peaceful and thoroughly enjoyable activity for all – one boy saying it was the ‘best thing he had ever done’.  

Armed with bat detectors, which convert the bat’s ultrasound signals to audible frequencies, a range of native bats were identified flying around and feeding on small insects.  Pipistrelle and Daubenton are just two of these wonderful and rather mysterious mammals glimpsed and heard that evening. 
The event was organised by The Friends of Singleton Lake and Kentish Stour Countryside Partnership who are working with other partners to promote positive community engagement with the areas lovely green spaces.  The Kent Bat Group offered their services for donations only as they are keen to promote an interest and understanding of our bats and their habitats.
