NEW LEAFLET TO PROMOTE THE CRAB & WINKLE WAY

The Crab & Winkle Way is an eight-mile cycle and walking route between Canterbury and Whitstable following part of the old railway line.  It is part of route one of the National Cycle Network.  It passes through the Blean, one of Britain’s largest and most distinctive areas of ancient woodland. It also passes art and sculpture installations.
A new version of the Crab and Winkle Way leaflet has been produced by the Kentish Stour Countryside Partnership in collaboration with the Crab and Winkle Line Trust, the Lottery - Awards For All, Canterbury City Council and Kent County Council.
The leaflet shows a map of the ‘Way’ and provides information both past and present on what can be seen and found along the popular and historic route.  

Marcial Boo Chairman of the Crab and Winkle Line Trust says ‘This newly formatted leaflet will tell you all about the great footpath and cycle path along the Crab and Winkle Way. So now that the winter’s wet weather is behind us, let’s all get out or take a walk along this historic path.”
As with all shared use paths users are encouraged to be courteous, with cyclists giving way to pedestrians and remembering they may not be seen or heard easily by pedestrians, and for dog walkers to clean up after their dogs.

The award winning route was established in 1999 by a working partnership of Canterbury City Council, Kent County Council, Kentish Stour Countryside Partnership and Sustrans along with the help and permission of a number of local organisations and landowners.
