WILD SITES ON YOUR DOORSTEP BOOKLET PUBLISHED
A new free booklet that will help people to explore the countryside of the Stour Valley has just been published by the Kentish Stour Countryside Partnership (KSCP). 

It marks the end of a two-year project run by KSCP called Wild Sites on Your Doorstep, funded by the Heritage Lottery Fund and Kent County Council. It used photography, art and creative writing to engage local people with wild places close to where they live. We ran lots of creative activities in nature reserves, forests, parks and other green spaces in the Ashford, Canterbury, Whitstable, Herne Bay and Sandwich areas. 

The photos, paintings, drawings and words produced by people who took part in activities feature in the booklet.

Project Co-ordinator Will Hirstle said, “We had such a great response to the project. Over a thousand images were contributed by participants, and the standard was really high, so the booklet looks amazing.” 

The booklet is divided into themes such as ‘coasts’ or ‘wild flowers’ and includes maps to show where the Wild Sites are. 

“The project has already introduced lots of people to natural places they hadn’t been to before close to their homes, and we hope the booklet will continue this good work,” said Will.
