The fall of a woodland kingdom
Over the course of two days King’s Wood saw the fall of its Super Kingdom. The three sculptures, which made up the art work Super Kingdom, were installed high in the trees, overlooking the woods since 2008. It was a striking and iconic piece that was much loved by many, providing inspiration to numerous artists and students who visit to see all the artworks in their woodland surrounding, many of which still remain.  Sadly, the structures had deteriorated beyond repair so Stour Valley Creative Partnership made the difficult decision to take them down.
Originally commissioned by Stour Valley Arts, Super Kingdom was designed by London Fieldworks, reflecting the artists’ sense of conflict between nature and the built environment.  ‘a sculptural installation of animal ‘show homes’ based on the architecture of despots’ palaces’ - Each piece referenced the design of 3 different dictator’s palaces: Mussolini’s Palazzo della Civilta Italiana, Rome; Stalin’s Pałac Kultury i Nauki, Warsaw; Ceausescu’s Casa poporului, Bucharest.
For regular visitors to King’s Wood, Super Kingdom will be sorely missed… but watch this space!
