Discovering the Stour at Vauxhall

On Wednesday 30th May, local residents joined Our Stour Officer Lauren Baker to discover the creatures that live in the River Stour at Vauxhall Field. Despite heavy rain the day before causing high water levels, many river invertebrates were found in the river and clinging onto vegetation on the riverbank including damselfly nymphs, freshwater shrimps and mayfly nymphs. The children had the opportunity to identify their finds and look at them in further detail using magnifying glasses before heading back to the AquaLab vehicle to see photos of other animals which are also found in the River Stour. Our Stour Officer, Lauren Baker said “this was a fantastic opportunity for children to learn more about the variety of wildlife that calls the River Stour home and it was made even more special as it took place on their doorstep. We hope to return again in the summer holidays to hold another event and compare our river findings!”. AquaLab focuses on educational sessions based on the River Stour for schools and groups and is one of six projects which makes up the Heritage Lottery Funded Our Stour project.
